    There has been increased interest recently in legislation I filed this past session.  I worked on a bill which would give incentives to medical personnel to volunteer their services at secondary school athletic events.  The bill would also include this personnel in the Good Samaritan Act, legislation which exempts the medical field from liability when they volunteer services, except when gross neglect enters the situation.  On Sunday, 60 Minutes aired a piece about students who receive concussions and their increased likely hood to experience dementia and Alzheimer's at later points in life.  They also looked into legislation in the state of Washington that does not allow athletes to re-enter a game if they experience head trauma without first getting clearance from a doctor.  I will be looking into this legislation again and try to get the House committee chair to allow this bill a hearing.


     On Wednesday, I will be meeting with Jon Hansen, the retired Oklahoma City firefighter who was the spokesperson during the Murrah Bombing.  He is currently the chair of the Governor's Task Force on Homeland Security and we are working on ideas for reimbursement to entities affected by disasters.  I am working to set up a meeting in December which will bring in experts from these groups to look at answers to these problems.  I will update you more on the progress of this meeting as details are set.

     It was a great weekend for events as we saw the 2nd Annual Lupus event at Coffee Creek, the Caddo County American Farmers & Ranchers meeting (thanks to the Fort Cobb-Broxton Cheerleaders for helping with the event) and the State 4-H Foundation Clover Classic all occur and each was very successful.  This week we will have the Cotton Electric Annual Meeting in Duncan, the Rush Springs Health Fair and several events around OU/Texas and OSU's Homecoming.  It will also be the homecoming for the Rush Springs Mighty Mite's and I'm looking forward to some great games free of any injuries.  I will also be the program this Sunday on This Week in Texoma on Channel 7 out of Lawton, so I hope you have a chance to watch the discussion.
