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Dorman Donates  Quran to Local Minister 

OKLAHOMA CITY – State Rep. Joe Dorman plans to donate his Centennial edition of the Quran, the central religious text of Islam, to a local minister working in a prison outreach program.

            “There are many Muslims in our prison system and for Christian ministers to do their job effectively, they have to understand the Islamic faith so they can compare and contrast,” said Dorman, D-Rush Springs. “My friend did not own a copy of the Quran and asked if he could have my copy – which I was glad to provide to this worthy cause.  These efforts the prison ministry volunteers provide are truly noble and they need a variety of resources to do their job effectively.  I'm hoping this donation will help him reach out to some of these prisoners and get them turned around and on the right path back in to society.”  

            Dorman and other members of the Legislature received special Centennial editions of the Quran from the Governor’s Ethnic American Advisory Council, made up of Americans who are Muslims from the Middle East . The books were printed using private donations.  Several legislators have refused their copies over the past week, sparking debate at the Capitol over the donation.  

            Earlier in the year, Centennial copies of the King James Version of the Holy Bible were presented to legislators as gifts of the Southern Baptist Convention. 
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
