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Dorman Appointed to GCCA to Help Resolve Budget 
OKLAHOMA CITY (April 10, 2007) - House Speaker Lance Cargill recently appointed state Rep. Joe Dorman and 24 other lawmakers to the General Conference Committee on Appropriations (GCCA) to help work out the final details of the state budget for the next fiscal year. 
“I am honored to be appointed to the GCCA once again,¨ said Dorman, D-Rush Springs. “I am looking forward to working with my colleagues to develop a state budget that is right for all of Oklahoma . I hope the spirit of bipartisanship prevails so that the citizens have a budget that accomplishes all the state’s needs.¨ 
The House and Senate have already passed a $6.9 billion state budget in House Bill 1234, which was vetoed by Gov. Brad Henry. House Democrats have said they will uphold the governor’s veto.
 Cargill appointed House Minority Leader Rep. Danny Morgan (D-Prague) to serve as GCCA vice chair, and Morgan made recommendations on nine more Democrat members to serve on the committee. Cargill accepted all of Morgan's member recommendations, which includes Rep. Dorman and the rest of the Democrat members of the Appropriations and Budget Committee, as well as a freshman and sophomore Representative to help with future budget inquiries.
 The Speaker’s appointments to the GCCA also include 15 Republican lawmakers   the Republican members of the Appropriations and Budget Committee and each of the full committee chairs in the House, as well as the House majority floor leader and the majority whip.
 As the GCCA completes its work, House and Senate conferees will agree on dollar allocations for each subcommittee of the general conference. The GCCA began meeting this week.  Dorman has served on the GCCA each of his five years as a Representative.  
 Dorman, in the first meeting, presented the recommendation this committee meet over the summer to analyze each state agency budget and find ways to improve services.
 “I am optimistic we will be able to work through the budget differences between the various groups,¨ said Dorman.  “As a former House staff member that worked some with appropriations and performance audit issues, I hope my input will help us to spend the money wisely on current budget requests to state agencies.  We also need to learn more about each agency and how it operates to provide a better way of appropriating accurate dollars to each.¨
