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Dorman, Parmley Honored at Young Democrats of America Convention
 
OKLAHOMA CITY –(July 24, 2007)— State Rep. Joe Dorman and former state Democratic Party Chair Jay Parmley were named Honorary Young Democrats of America at the organization’s national convention last weekend in Dallas.

Dorman, an Oklahoma State University graduate and former staff member of the Oklahoma House of Representatives, has served three terms as YDA Parliamentarian and also as chair of the Southwest Region of the YDA. He is currently serving in his third term as state representative from House District 65.
 
Parmley, a University of Oklahoma graduate, served two terms as chair of the Oklahoma Democratic Party and has also served as national president of the Young Democrats of America and president of the Young Democrats of Oklahoma. He has also served as a member of the DNC Executive Committee and the Oklahoma Democratic Party Executive Committee.

 

He is currently an at-large member of the Democratic National Committee. He recently helped organize the YouTube/CNN Presidential Debate that aired on CNN on Monday.
